
Alliance on Aging and Vision Loss
September 11, 2022 Meeting Minutes
After some initial difficulties, Doug called the meeting to order at about 8:28 PM EST.  All board members were present except for Sharon, who had an excused absence.  Several guests were also present.
Danette moved and Peggy seconded the approval of the agenda which Doug presented, and the motion passed.
Sandy moved the approval of the June minutes; there did not appear to be a seconder, and the motion passed.
Kathy presented the treasurer’s report, with a balance as of August 31, 2022 of $10,804.92.  She mentioned that she was able to renew our Zoom account. Jef moved and Sandy seconded a motion to approve her report, and the motion passed.
Doug began his president’s report by thanking everyone who had attended the recent brainstorming meeting about our AAVL activities, and who had sent him their preferences as to the work stream in which they would like to participate.  He said that he would like to be able to gather the comments and make assignments in the next week or so, so there is still time for other submissions from anyone who has not decided on their interests.
Doug mentioned that the Administration for Community Living has an institute entitle the National Institute on Disability, Independent Living, and Rehabilitation Research.   He thought that we should either attend a a listening session happening soon or submit written comments to get meaningful research done in areas important to us.  He also mentioned the representation that Jeff and Larry Johnson have been offering on Vision Serve Alliance, and said that he has spoken with people there and is learning more about the various subcommittees.
Doug was very pleased with the community call that Jeff led, and will try to learn from Cindy Hollis how many people were in attendance on Zoom and via ACB media.  It is not a good idea for a permanent link to be placed on our website, and in fact the link to Sandy’s weekly call as well as the Visabilities one should be removed from our website by Annette.  Such links can lead to unwanted visitors on the calls.
After some discussion, we decided not to attempt to put together a community call for September, but that Jeff will post information about the California AAVL affiliate call on elder law on October 1.  If the session concerning over-the-counter hearing aids is not possible for October, Anisio proposes that we have a call on the I Can Connect program for people with visual and hearing impairments.  Perhaps this could be done in conjunction with SASI.
Discussion then turned to our website.  Sandy and Danette proposed that we keep our current disclaimer without any changes and continue not to have a terms of service statement. Sandy did feel, however, that we should have a privacy statement as a result of our interaction with sending member information to ACB and in conducting business through PayPal.  Jeff moved and Kathy seconded the placement of this privacy statement on our website, and the motion passed.
Jeff spoke about the upcoming holiday auction for ACB Media which will occur on November 27.  The deadline for the description of the donation is October 17.  After some discussion about whether to donate a $50 or $100  gift card to Red Lobster, Danette moved and Anisio seconded the $100 gift card, and the motion passed.
The meeting adjourned at 9:10 PM EST, and the next one will be on Sunday, October 2, 2022 at 8 PM.
